Mass Intention

Christ faithful have the right to ask for Mass applied for their specific intention, and
fifany priest celebrating or concelebrat
the Mass for a specific intentionodo (Ca
(Stipend) is obliged to fulfill the obligation personally, or transfer both the intention
and the offering to another priest to fulfill the obligation (C. 95581). By provincial reg-
ulation, Mass intention offering (stipend) is put at $10. However, priests are expected
to apply Mass for an intention even if no offering is given (C. 94582); also, a donor
may decide to give more, but in all cases, the intention of the donor must be respected
(C. 95281).

The priest is not allowed to accept mass intentions that he cannot satisfy within a year
(C. 953). Presently, we have so many Mass intentions that takes into next year. This
prevents others asking for Mass to be applied for immediate need, such as for a sick
friend or sister or spouse, for a birthday, or marriage anniversary. And so, we have
decided to clear up the space a bit by transferring some of the Mass intentions we haveg
already received to other priests who will be able to satisfy the obligation within a rea-
sonable time. So, be assured that whatever intention you have given will be satisfied,
but it may not necessarily be celebrated here in the church. If you want it otherwise,
please let the parish office know immediately. Thank you for your understanding.
