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Fr. Georgeôs Weekly Message: 
Being A Member of A Parish 
The Church, the body of Christ takes physical expression in the parish which is 
stably established for the faithful to grow in their spiritual life and material wellbe-
ing, nourished by the sacraments and other liturgical celebrations. The Catechism 
(CCC) puts it like this: ñIt is in the church, in communion with all the bap-
tized [in this case the parish] that the Christian fulfills his vocation. 
From the church he receives the Word of God containing the teachings 
of the ñLaw of Christ.ò From the church he receives the grace of the 
sacraments that sustains him on the ñway.ò From the church he 
learns the example of holiness and recognizes its model and source in 
the all-holy Virgin Mary; he discerns it in the authentic witness of 
those who live it; he discovers it in the spiritual tradition and long 
history of the saints who have gone before him and whom the liturgy 
celebrates in the rhythms of the sanctoral cycle.ò (CCC 2030). Obvious-
ly, the individual, whether as a nominal catholic, who stays outside the church will 
not have these benefits. 

Thus, the individual catholic who has been initiated into the church 
through the sacraments is by that fact a member of the parish within which he or 
she resides. That is to say, he or she assumes the responsibility of nourishing that 
parish in accordance with the precepts of the Church, and the rights as conferred 
by Canon law. These precepts include: first, ñYou shall attend Mass on Sundays 
and on holy days of obligation and rest from servile laborò; second, ñyou shall con-
fess your sins at least once a yearò ensuring preparation for the Eucharist through 
the reception of the sacrament of reconciliation; third ñyou shall receive the sacra-
ment of the Eucharist at least during the Easter season;ò fourth, ñyou shall observe 
the days of fasting and abstinence established by the Church;ò fifth, ñYou shall help 
to provide for the needs of the churchò, highlights the obligation the faithful has to 
provide for the material needs of the Church.(see CCC 2041-2043) 

Thus, a parishioner is not just a practicing catholic, but the one who ad-
heres to these precepts and puts them into practice in that particular parish where 
he or she resides.  If you notice, central to the precepts of the church, is attendance 
of Mass especially on Sundays and Holy Days of obligation. Just as the celebration 
of the Eucharist is the center of our faith, the participation at Mass defines to a 
very large extent whether an individual catholic is a parishioner or not. And so, 
registration by paper, in itself, does not make an individual a parishioner, but par-
ticipation at Mass, other liturgical celebrations and other parish activities do. By 
analogy, the words of St. James ring true when he says, ñI will demonstrate my 
faith to you by my worksò (James 2:18); One can easily say that óby my participa-
tion at Mass and other parish activities, will show you that I am a parishioner.ô
